During this period the
Church and the yard will be inaccessible for safety reasons. Church services will take place on the same day and times
but in the Village Hall instead, as they did 120 years ago before the church was restored in the early 1900’s. The
contractors will also be using part of the village hall car park to store materials within a locked compound.

The PCC will be planning events that will occur during the year to bring our community together more news will follow
once we have met in 2025.
